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Why are we studying this book?
1. The church desperately needs to hear the truth about sex, love and 

marriage.

2. Silence on sex is sinful.

3. To not study this book, because it doesn’t feel spiritual enough, is to say 
some parts of the Bible are more important than others.

How is this book put together?
1. There are three main characters - Solomon, the Shulamite and the 

chorus.

2. It is called the Song of Songs because it went Platinum.

3. It is a lyric idyll - It is collection of poetic snapshots put together like a 
photo album.

Why listen to Solomon on marriage?
1. I believe the Song of Solomon was written early in Solomon’s reign before 

he fell into lust.

2. We need to remember that God can use us in spite of our weaknesses, 
not just because of our strengths.

3. We need to remember God is the one who put this book in the Bible, not 
Solomon.
